Objectives of the activity: 

● National Unity Day "will provide an opportunity to reaffirm the inherent strength 

and resilience of our nation to withstand the actual and potential threats to the 

unity, integrity, and security of our country 

● Observing AP state formation day will help students to understand the situations  

present at that time which lead to the formation of AP state and remember the 

sacrifices and struggles made by the then eminent persons of telugu speaking 

people 

Brief Report on the activity: 

● National Unity day and AP state formation day was observed at Govt. Degree College, 

Yeleswaram on 1 November 2024 at 4.pm 

● Every year, on October 31, India observes National Unity Day, also known as 

Rashtriya Ekta Diwas. This significant day commemorates the birth anniversary of 

Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel, a pivotal figure in India's struggle for independence and the 

first Deputy Prime Minister and Home Minister of India. 

● The day is celebrated to mark the birth anniversary of Vallabhbhai Patel who had a 



major role in the political integration of India. 

● On 1 November 1956 Andhra State and the Telangana region of Hyderabad State were 

merged to form the united Telugu-speaking State of Andhra Pradesh. Non-Telugu-

speaking parts of Hyderabad State were merged with Bombay State and Karnataka. 

● The formation of Andhra Pradesh was the culmination of a long struggle by the Telugu 

people for a separate state. The Telugu people had been demanding a separate state 

since the early 1900s. The demand for a separate state intensified after India's 

independence in 1947. 

● In 1953, Potti Sriramulu went on a hunger strike to demand a separate state for the 

Telugu people. Sriramulu was a Telugu activist who fasted to death for 56 days 

demanding a separate state for the Telugu people. Sriramulu's death sparked 

widespread protests and agitations across the Telugu region. 

● Four days after the death of Potti Sreeramulu, Nehru announced the decision to create 

Andhra. Sreeramulu had fought hard for a separate State for Telugu-speaking people. 

And on October 1, 1953, Nehru inaugurated the Andhra State.”  

● Later, as per the States Reorganisation Act, Andhra Pradesh was formed by merging 

this Andhra State with Hyderabad State on November 1st, 1956.  

● Principal, Dr.D.Suneetha briefed the objective of the activity and emphasized the need 

to remember the great personalities like Sardar Vallabhai Patel and Amarajeevi, Sri. 

Potti Sreeramulu. 

● The Vice Principal, Sri. K.Venkateswara Rao,  NSS Coordinator, Dr. Prayaga Murty 

Pragada and Dr. VVV Siva Prasad, Lecturer in Political Science also spoke on the 

importance of these days in history. 

● Later, the students and staff take a pledge on National Unity.

● Created awareness among the students about the National Unity and states 

recognition act. 1956
