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ANNUAL DAY-2025 REPORT

e The Government Degree College, Yeleswaram, was established in the
academic year 2009-10 with 4 TM programmes (i.e, B.A.(HEP),
B.Com.(General), B.Sc.(MPC) & B.Sc.(BZC).

e In the year 2012, 09 regular teaching posts and 06 non-teaching posts(on
outsourcing basis) were sanctioned. In the year 2015, 02 more regular
teaching posts were sanctioned and in the year 2018, 01 more regular posts
were sanctioned (total 12 regular teaching posts and 06 non-teaching posts
on outsourcing basis).

e In the academic year 2018-19, the college introduced 4 new EM programmes

i.e., B.Com.(CA), B.Sc.(MPC), B.Sc.(MPCs) & B.Sc.(BZC).



e A building was constructed with 4 classrooms with Rs.1.00 cr, budget
released under Capital Scheme for the year 2019-20 by the CCE, AP,
Vijayawada.

e In the academic year 2023-24, the Govt. of AP introduced Single Major
Programmes as per NEP-2020. Accordingly, the college offered 4 single
major programs, viz., B.A.(Honours)-Economics, B.Com.(Honours)-General,
B.Sc.(Honours) - Mathematics and B.Sc.(Honours) - Botany.

e In the academic year 2024-25 two new single major programmes are
introduced viz., B.Com.(Honours) - Comp. Application & B.Sc.(Honours) -
Comp. Science.

e Under the guidance and support of our Commissioner of Collegiate
Education, we, the teaching and non-teaching staff, are working relentlessly
for the holistic development of the students and to produce work ready
graduates.

e This college is selected for PM-USHA scheme for a grant of Rs.5.00 cr
among the 19 colleges in the entire state. These grants will be utilized for
the construction

e of 12 Additional Classrooms and providing additional infrastructure for the
college in the coming year.

e Laying of foundation stone programme was done on 06-03-2025 and the
construction work is under process.

e We got 122 admissions for the AY 2024-25 against a sanctioned intake of 180

e But I am a bit worried about the dropout rate. It is a matter of great concern
that nearly 5% of students dropout of college studies every semester and a
total of 30% dropout rate has been observed every year.

e To address this issue we are conducting counseling to the parents during
the time of admission campaign and also conducting parents meeting in the
middle of every year. We need to focus more on this issue.

e At present the college student strength is 163 (Boys-88 & Girls-75) i.e., 1
year - 96, 2 year - 40 & 3 year - 27, for the academic year 2024-25.



Out of 163 Students 124 students (Fresh-66 and Renewal-58) received
scholarships and Fee Reimbursement for the academic year 2024-25.
Rs.3,23,054/- was sanctioned to 104 students by the Government and this

amount was disbursed to students directly through cheques.

All the students have got the coverage of Rs. 1 lakh under life and

accidental insurance.

RESULTS

The college overall pass percentage is 67% for the academic year 2023-24
and 87% was achieved for the recently released V Semester examinations.
and I am happy to share that one student got selected for Divis labs,
Visakhapatnam in the campus selections with a package of 2.16 lakhs per
annum.

31 students out of 143 got placements in various companies like ISUZU,
FOXCONN, DIXON and Keerthana finance etc.,

13 students progressed to higher studies and got admission in Andhra

University, Adikavi Nannaya University and Aditya University.

4. A skill training programme on “Maggam Work” was being conducted
for girls students jointly by the WEC & JKC in association with Dr.Vinay
Sunkara Foundation Diwancheruvu.

5. Conducted Parents Meeting on 07-02-2025 and received many inputs
from the parents for the development of the institution

6. Established Computer Lab with 15 new desktop computers worth Rs.9
lakhs, and 15 more desktops were ordered under PM-USHA scheme for
the academic year 2024-25.

7. 30 students attended Job Mela conducted at PR Govt. College (A),
Kakinada on 22-06-2024 and 5 students were selected.

8. In addition to the regular academics, this year 5 certificate courses were
introduced in Commerce, Political Science, Mathematics and Botany for
the benefit of the outgoing students.

9. The College has three active MoU’s for the 2024-25 academic year. PR
Govt. College, Kakinada, Nalin Polymers, Yerravaram and Institute of
Advanced Creativity and Computer Technologies (IACCT),
Rajamahendravaram.

10.A shed with 4 classrooms was constructed by the contributions of
present and past faculty members and non-teaching staff and with the
help of Vijaya Foundation Yeleswaram and Sri. Pathamsetti
Krishnamurthy garu Burugupudi.

11. Admission campaign conducted at intermediate examinations centers of
Yeleswaram, Addateegala, and Rajavommangi villages by staff and
students for the academic year 2024-25 and expecting more no. of
admissions this year than last year.
