Its objectives included
eliminating open defecation through the construction of household-owned
and community-owned toilets and establishing an accountable mechanism
of monitoring toilet use. Run by the BJP Government of India, the mission
aimed to achieve an "open-defecation free" (ODF) India by 2 October 2019,
the 150th anniversary of the birth of Mahatma Gandhi by constructing 100
million toilets in rural India at a projected cost of 1.96 lakh crore (US$28
billion). The mission contributed to India reaching Sustainable
Development Goal 6, established by the United Nations in 2015.

The mission had two thrusts: Swachh Bharat Abhiyan ("gramin"
or "rural"), which operated under the Ministry of Drinking Water and
Sanitation; and Swachh Bharat Abhiyan ("urban"), under the Ministry of

Housing and Urban affair.

The constitution
replaced the Government of India Act 1935 as the country's fundamental
governing document, and the Dominion of India became the Republic of
India. To ensure constitutional autochthony, its framers repealed prior acts
of the British parliament in Article 395. India celebrates its constitution on
26 January asRepublic Day. The constitution declares India
sovereign, socialist, secular, democratic republic, assuring its
citizens justice, equality and liberty, and endeavours to promote

fraternity. The original 1950 constitution is preserved in a helium-filled
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case at the Parliament House in New Delhi. The words "secular" and

"socialist" were added to the preamble in 1976 during the Emergency.
