Brief Report on the activity 
 
➢​ Organic farming has been a best practice of our college organized by 

the department of Botany under the guidance of Dr.Prayaga Murty 

Pragada. 

➢​He along with his students (BZC & Botany major) cultivating leafy 

vegetables like Spinach, coriander, methi etc.,and some vegetables 

like brinjal, Lady fingers, radish etc., since last two years. 

➢​ Organic farming is a system of agricultural production that relies on 

natural processes and resources, avoiding synthetic fertilizers, 

pesticides, and genetically modified organisms to promote healthy 

soil, prevent disease, and produce nutritious food.  

 



➢​Compared with conventional agriculture, organic farming uses fewer 

pesticides, reduces soil erosion, decreases nitrate leaching into 

groundwater and surface water, and recycles animal wastes back into 

the farm. These benefits are counterbalanced by higher food costs for 

consumers and generally lower yields. Indeed, yields of organic crops 

have been found to be about 25 percent lower overall than 

conventionally grown crops, although this can vary considerably 

depending upon the type of crop. The challenge for future organic 

agriculture will be to maintain its environmental benefits, increase 

yields, and reduce prices while meeting the challenges of climate 

change and an increasing world population. 

➢​The Principal appreciated the coordinator and the students for 

successfully completing two successive crops and getting good yield 

without using any chemical fertilizers or pesticides.
