●​ Sankranti marks the beginning of the harvest season, and the 
celebrations are a way to express gratitude for the bounty of nature and 
the hard work of farmers.  

Brief Report on the activity 
 
➢​ Celebrating Makara Sankranti, revolve around honoring the harvest season, fostering 

community bonds, and preserving cultural traditions through activities like kite 

flying, traditional food, and folk performances. 

➢​ The festival is a time for joy, laughter, and merriment, with people decorating their 

homes, wearing new clothes, and participating in various festive activities.  

➢​ The festival spans for four days, each enriched with distinct rituals. On the eve of 

Makara Sankaranthi, known as Bhogi, the focus is on renewal: old items are discarded 

in a bonfire, symbolizing the elimination of negative traits such as ego and jealousy, 

thus fostering personal renewal. During this time, children and women are 

 



traditionally blessed with jujube fruits for protection against evil spirits. 

➢​ The main celebration, Makara Sankaranthi, occurs on the second day. People adorn 

their homes with Rangoli and flowers, and irrespective of age, don festive attire and 

Savor special dishes like Chakinalu, Ariselu, Appalu, and Dappalam with loved ones. 

➢​ The third day, Kanuma, is dedicated to farmers and their cattle, acknowledging the 

animals’ vital role in agriculture. Cattle are decorated as a symbol of prosperity and 

given special attention on a day of gratitude. 

➢​ The concluding day, Mukkannumma, involves prayers to the five cosmic elements. 

Traditionally, meat is avoided during the first three days, with the fourth day 

accommodating non-vegetarian festivities, including cockfights, bull and ox races, and 

kite flying. Additionally, a figure known as Haridasu, representing a servant of Lord 

Vishnu, visits homes to sing divine praises, receiving donations of clothes, money, and 

food. 

➢​ Makara Sankaranthi brings every corner of Andhra Pradesh alive with its colorful and 

grand celebrations. It not only fosters communal bonds but also allows friends and 

families to reconnect amidst their hectic lives. 

➢​ During the Sankranthi Sambaralu at our College, the cultural club organized the 

following  competitions for the students. 

1.​  *Rangoli Competition* Maximum Three Students ( boys and girls) as a 

team should participate. 

They Should Bring Their Own Colors and Chalk Powder 

Maximum time for making Rangoli is 30 minutes only 

2 *Traditional Trend*(Solo) 

Ramp walk  with Traditional Dress and minimum Knowledge On Telugu 

Tradition Will also be tested  

3*Kites Competition* Students have to bring their own kites (preferably 

hand made) and Winners will be selected on the basis of flying. 



●​ At first the Rangoli competitions were held, and students both boys and girls, 

made beautiful rangolis. 

●​ Boys made their own kites and were allowed to fly in the sky. 

●​ The BHOGI fire was arranged and all staff and students participated in the 

traditional dance around the fire. 

●​ The traditional trend competition was held with joy among the cheers of the 

students. 

●​ Participants walked on the  ramp  with grace and showcased the Telugu 

traditional attire.

Brief Report on the activity 
 
➢​ Savitribai Phule (3 January 1831 – 10 March 1897) was an Indian social reformer 

and poet from Maharashtra. Known as the "first female teacher of India," she worked 

on improving the rights of women in India with her husband Jyotirao Phule. 

➢​ She opened the first school for girls in India with her husband, Jyotirao Phule, in 

1848.  

➢​ Established several schools for girls and children from different castes.  

➢​ Played a crucial role in the Satyashodhak Samaj, a society founded by Jyotirao Phule 

 



to promote social equality and challenge caste hierarchy.  

➢​ Advocated for the rights of widows, campaigning against customs that confined them 

to a life of deprivation.  

➢​ Opened a care center called Balhatya Pratibandhak Griha for pregnant rape victims.  

➢​ On this occasion, the Principal Dr.D.Suneetha praised the contributions of Savithri 

Bhai Phule for her relentless work to the society. She considered her as a  role model 

for women's empowerment and feminism in India.  

➢​ Ms.Mary Roselina said that she is always remembered as the "mother of Indian 

feminism" for her contributions to women's rights and education.  

➢​ Savithri Bhai Phule Died on March 10, 1897, while caring for a patient in the clinic 

she had opened for the treatment of those affected by the bubonic plague.  

➢​ Many students presented their views on the life of Savithri Bhai Phule.
